WNF Small Grants SUMMARY GUIDE
Working Neighbourhoods Fund in partnership with Voluntary Norfolk launched a small grant programme on Wednesday 09 September 2009.  The WNF Small Grants has £100,000 per financial year available to enable voluntary and community groups to tackle worklessness and low levels of skills and enterprise in Great Yarmouth. The fund is expected to run until March 2011.  The first two funding round deadlines are:

Monday 26 October 2009 at 1700

Monday 01 February 2010 at 1700

Can my organisation apply?

Yes, if you are a voluntary or community group (including social enterprises) with a maximum annual turnover under £200,000.

Yes, if all activities are delivered in the Borough of Great Yarmouth.

Yes, if the organisation or new project:

•
reaches into communities and individuals, and/or 

•
overcomes barriers to employment, and/or 

•
develops essential skills

•
meets one or more related Local Area Agreement priorities

•
shaped and designed to meet local need.
Yes, if you get sponsorship for your application from the local Neighbourhood Management Team from the areas in which you will be delivering your service.
WNF Small Grants accept applications outside Neighbourhood Management Arrangement Areas, but your application will have to evidence the need for funding within that area.

We can assist organisations with additional support and guidance during and after their WNF Small Grant application process.  We can also advise on governance and best practice standards which are required from all WNF Small Grants funded projects.

Yes, if you have a constitution/set of rules, bank or building society account in the name of the organisation and have relevant policies and procedures in place.

When can I apply?

The WNF Small Grant programme is set to run until August 2011 and there are four funding rounds per year. Please visit www.voluntarynorfolk.org.uk for application deadlines.
How much can I apply for?

BAND 1: Organisations with an annual turnover up to £100,000 can apply for a grant from £1,000 to £5,000.

BAND 2: Organisations with an annual turnover over £100,000 up to £200,000 but will work in partnership with a smaller organisation can apply for a grant from £5,000 to £10,000.
The smaller organisation must also be actively involved in the running, management and monitoring of those activities or services funded through the WNF Small Grants partnership arrangement.
